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Mission Statement

Education

Through the Foundation, Stelios has pledged £3,000,000 - for 200 scholarships over 10 years - to his almae mater, the London School of Economics and the Cass Business School at City University. Stelios has earmarked the Scholarships for citizens of Cyprus (his family origins), Greece (his birthplace), the UK and Europe (the birthplace of his businesses).

Entrepreneurship

The Foundation sponsors three annual, entrepreneurial awards: 
· The Disabled Entrepreneur of the Year Award - in the UK, in partnership with Leonard Cheshire Disability, a cash prize of 50,000GBP is given to the winning disabled entrepreneur; 
· The Stelios Award for Business Cooperation in Cyprus - over 4 years, up to 5 awards of 50,000EU each are given to those entrepreneurial teams made up of at least one Turkish-Cypriot and at least one Greek-Cypriot partner who best exhibit bi-communal cooperation and business activity;

· In conjunction with the annual Kouros Awards sponsored by the Entrepreneurs Club in Greece - the Stelios Haji-Ioannou Award for Young Entrepreneur of the Year awards 50,000EU to the winning young (under 40) entrepreneurial team from Greece. 

Environment
Stelios has been a long-standing supporter of the WWF and today sits on the Council of Ambassadors for WWF-UK.

Stelios is a founding board member of CYMEPA in Cyprus dedicated to promoting marine environment protection and awareness.

Through the Stelios Philanthropic Foundation, in March 2010 Stelios supported Clean Equity Monaco 2010, promoting clean-tech entrepreneurship with the 10,000EU Stelios Award for Young Clean-Tech Entrepreneur of the Year.
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
